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GENERAL INFORMATION
FELLOWSHIP DESCRIPTION
Individual creative artists residing in Pennsylvania, who meet all the eligibility criteria, can
apply for one non-matching Fellowship. PCA awards these Fellowships in fixed amounts of
$5,000 or $10,000 to eligible Pennsylvania artists of exceptional talent to enable them to
pursue their artistic goals. PCA selects these artists using a highly qualified jury of arts
professionals whose recommendations are reviewed and acted upon by the Council.

Fellowships awards are highly competitive. Only a small percentage of all applicants from all
categories receive awards. All results are made public on or about January 31, 2008.

Please read carefully which categories are offered as they change annually.

DEADLINE FOR 2008 FELLOWSHIP APPLICATION:
August 1, 2007, 11:59 p.m., submission date for eGRANT. August 2, 2007, postmarked
date for consent form, work samples, and other required material. All materials must be
sent to the appropriate Fellowship partner.

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HOW TO APPLY
APPLICATION PROCESS
Application to the PCA Fellowship program is available for submission via eGRANT. The
eGRANT enables you to fill out and submit your 2008 Fellowship application electronically. 

Before you get started keep the following things in mind:

• You should have a hard copy of the 2008 Fellowship guidelines available for reference.

• You may use the cut and paste feature of any word processor program to save “on-line
time” in completing the Description of Work Samples and Resume sections.

• You can save and return to eGRANT as often as you want before officially submitting
your application.

• You can access eGRANT via http://midatlanticarts.org/funding/artists_programs/pa.html
or www.pacouncilonthearts.org to begin your application.

• Questions may be directed to the PCA or the Fellowship partner.

This is the second year that eGRANT is available for the Fellowship program. There may be
minor problems with the program that need to be worked out. We ask for your patience as
we introduce this new technology.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Work samples, along with a Consent Form, must be sent
separately by mail. The postmark deadline for the work samples and Consent Form is
August 2, 2007. Applications that are submitted without the mandatory enclosures will
be considered incomplete; incomplete applications are not accepted for review.

ELIGIBILITY
Applicants must be individual creative artists who are current residents of Pennsylvania.
Applicants must be domiciled in Pennsylvania at least two years prior to the application
deadline.  Grantees must be domiciled in Pennsylvania for the duration of the use of the
grant, whether or not the grant activity is in Pennsylvania.

The PCA recognizes “domiciled” as a permanent legal residence, which is the residence
where you have your permanent home or principal establishment and to where, whenever
you are absent, you intend to return; every person is compelled to have one and only one
domicile at a time.   

The following individuals are NOT eligible to apply for 2008 Fellowships: 

• Individuals enrolled in high school, or enrolled in an higher education degree program
(associate’s, bachelor’s, master’s or PhD). 

• Recipients of a 2007 PCA Fellowship. 

Please contact the PCA if you have eligibility questions. 



COLLABORATIVE APPLICATIONS
Two individuals who can clearly demonstrate a history of ongoing collaboration and who
plan to continue such a collaboration may apply together. Collaborators will submit one
application through eGRANT and mail one signed consent form and one set of work
samples that demonstrate the applicants’ collaboration. If a collaborative application
receives an award, the award will be divided equally between collaborators. Neither of the
collaborators may be a PCA 2007 Fellowship recipient and both must meet eligibility
requirements. 

REVIEW PROCESS
The Fellowship partners process the applications and prepare them for review by the
qualified jurors in the fall of 2007. The review process is anonymous, with the exception of
Folk and Traditional Arts and Arts Commentary. Applicant’s identities will not be given to
the jurors so that the discussion will be based solely on the quality of the works submitted.
All the juries use a numerical scale to evaluate the work samples and aid them in making
their award recommendations. 

All the advisory juries are comprised of up to four arts professionals, residing out of state.
Jurors are chosen on the basis of their highly regarded professional achievements and broad
knowledge of the arts to represent a wide range of artistic styles and aesthetic concerns. 

Juries are assembled with consideration given to providing a balance of geographical
representation, cultural diversity, age and gender. New juries are selected each year, in
every category, and are approved by the PCA. Once the jurors complete their review and
make award recommendations, the PCA sends the results to the Council for final review
and action in December 2007. All applicants are notified by mail on or about January 31,
2008. 

REVIEW CRITERIA
All applicants are reviewed on the following criteria: 

• The artistic quality of the applicant’s work submitted for review. 

Artists applying in the Arts Commentary and Folk and Traditional Arts categories will submit
additional materials for evaluation. Those materials and additional review criteria are
described under separate guidelines. 

NOTIFICATION
To receive notification of the Council’s receipt of your application, include a self-addressed
postcard with your application packet. PCA recommends that you send your materials
return-receipt. 

The jurors’ recommendations are sent to the Council for review and action at the
December Council meeting. On or about January 31, 2008, all applicants will be notified
by mail of the Council’s decision. Checks should be distributed by April 2008, upon review
and approval of the applicant’s Award Agreement. 
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AWARD PERIOD
The award period is from January 1, 2008 – December 31, 2008. All Fellowship funds must
be expended during this grant period.

(GRANTS-IN-AID)

• Activities for which academic credit is given. 

• Activities that have already been completed. 

• Activities that have a religious purpose. 

• Performances and exhibitions not available to the general public. 

• Performances and exhibitions outside Pennsylvania. 

• Cash prizes and awards. 

• Benefit activities. 

• Hospitality expenses, i.e. receptions, parties, gallery openings. 

• Lobbyists’ payments. 

• Competitions. 

REPORTING
Award recipients must submit a final report by January 31, 2009 on forms provided by PCA.
Final reports must be mailed to the PCA. 

TAXABILITY OF AWARDS
The Fellowship Partner issuing the check solely determines whether to issue an IRS 1099
form. If you have any questions about your own income tax liability, you should contact the
Internal Revenue Service or tax counsel.

DANCE – CHOREOGRAPHY
For the support of choreographers in all dance techniques, including modern, ballet, tap,
vernacular, mixed-media or multi-genre performance works in which choreography and/or
organized movement is primary.

FOLK AND TRADITIONAL ARTS – PERFORMING TRADITIONS 
For the support of individual artists that are master artists of an artistic tradition
characteristic of their ethnic, religious, linguistic, occupational, and/or regional group.
Fellowships are designed to honor and recognize excellent practitioners of traditional arts
who are known as master artists within their community and have made outstanding
contributions to the preservation and development of their art. 

The artist or someone on behalf of the artist may submit the application. Review of Folk
and Traditional Arts applications is not anonymous.

For the support of composers who work in a range of classical styles such as chamber,
electronic, opera, symphonic and vocal/choral.

THEATRE – SCRIPTWORKS
For the support of playwrights and scriptwriters, including stageplays, screenplays, teleplays,
libretti, radioplays and audiodramas.  NOTE:  If the work is an opera or musical theatre
piece, four copies of the music (audio cassette or CD) must accompany the script.

VISUAL ARTS – NEW TECHNOLOGIES/OTHER GENRES
For the support of artists who produce original visual-based works clearly beyond
conventional discipline lines.  Work in this category includes interactive installations,
computer-based artwork (in which the computer is central to creation, presentation or
understanding of the work), new/non-traditional media and web-based projects.

This category does not support the following work: live performance; digital and software
manipulation of photographs; digital and software manipulation of drawings, painting, print
or found images; and media time-based that does not go beyond conventional discipline
lines.

VISUAL ARTS – PAINTING
For the support of artists working in any painting media, on any surface.  If you paint on
paper, please apply in this category, not Works on Paper.

VISUAL ARTS – WORKS ON PAPER
For the support of artists working in all forms of printmaking, computer-generated output on
paper (except conventional photography), collage, two-dimensional works made of paper,
artists’ books and drawing.  DO NOT SUBMIT PAINTING ON PAPER TO THIS CATEGORY.
PLEASE APPLY IN PAINTING.  Photographers working digitally should apply in the
Photography category with a deadline of August 1, 2008.

WORK SAMPLE REQUIREMENTS 
Eight digital images, including detail slides, depicting work completed after August 1, 2002
(no works in progress).  No more than eight images will be shown to the jurors.  Your
images must be uploaded to the online application in the Work Sample Sheet tab.  Please
refer to the “How to upload digital images” portion of the “Guides” section located in the
Main Menu for further instruction. Images will be shown in the order you number them in
the Work Sample Sheet tab. If you need assistance uploading your images, please contact
the Mid Atlantic Arts Foundation at 410-539-6656. 

Images uploaded to eGRANT must be in .JPG format and should not be larger than 2 MB.
We suggest that applicants use the sRGB color profile or grayscale for the best image quality.

Each image must be 1240x1240 pixels. For non-square images, the matte can be any color;
although black matte tends to make the image appear sharper. 

DPI should be set to 72. NOTE: 72 DPI is the highest possible resolution for displaying an
image on a monitor or projection, so setting the DPI any higher will unnecessarily increase
your file size. 

TECHNICAL INFORMATION (required):  Utilize the Technical Information field of the
application in the Work Sample section to provide a brief description of the work(s),
including artistic style, form, content, and/or process.  Limit 750 words, not including
spaces.

ADDITIONAL MATERIALS FOR NEW TECHNOLOGIES/OTHERS GENRES (not required):
Those applying to the New Technologies/Other Genres category may also submit a 5 to 10
minute video of their work that allows the jury to get a complete view of interactive
installations, computer-based artwork, new/non-traditional media and web-based projects.
Accepted submission formats include VHS or DVD.

WORK SAMPLES DESCRIPTION
Work samples are at the heart of the fellowship application and the sole means by which
the artistic quality of the applicant’s work is evaluated. Applicants are urged to submit entire
works as the jury may elect to view different parts of the work submitted; however, no
more than the number of materials required will be reviewed by the jury.

Please refer to the Work Sample Requirements section for the information as to what is
required for submission by each category and what to include in the description and
technical information.

Important note: Do not send originals of your work samples. Your name must NOT appear
on the work being shown to the jury, i.e. signature on painting, film credit, by-line, etc.
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CONSENT FORM
A Consent Form will need to be printed and signed upon completion of the online
application. This form and any work sample materials (not including still images that are
uploaded during the online application process) will need to be mailed to the appropriate
Fellowship Partner by the postmark deadline of August 2, 2007. Applications will be
considered incomplete without the signed Consent Form and any required work samples
and will be disqualified.
